Public Fee Policy - Facilitator Trainings

Facilitator trainings are taught by official trainers of the Strengthening Families Program 10-14 who are UW-Extension educators.  Trainings involve 15 hours of direct contact time, usually conducted in 2 days.  Facilitator trainings are designed for a minimum of 15 and a maximum of 25 participants.  Depending upon location, number of participants, etc., two or three trainers will be involved.  

· If an external organization (outside UW-Extension) sponsors the training, the fee charged to them by UW-Extension for doing the training is $3,000.

· Organizations are encouraged to partner with their county UW-Extension office to sponsor the training.     

The sponsoring organization will cover the cost of snacks and meals for trainers that are provided as part of the training (2 or 3 days).  UW-Extension will cover other trainer expenses such as additional meals, travel and lodging.  

Each person who participates in the training is expected to bring a program manual.  Manuals can be purchased from the Strengthening Families Program 10-14 website at Iowa State University: http://www.extension.iastate.edu/sfp/  The cost of the manual is $175.
