1.  Fill in your name and team code before the contest starts.

2.  Ranking Classes:

Classes will be a breeding and a market of each species.  Fill in the bubble for that class.  The Class number and class name will be announced at the contest.
· Under the section titled “Placing Classes,” for each class, locate your placing from among the 24 choices listed and fill in that circle under the correct class number according to the chart above.  * You can have the same placing for more than one class.

· Answer the questions for each class under the section labeled “Questions on Placing Classes.”  

3.  Slaughter Cattle Grading”
· Determine what quality grade you would like for each of the animals.  There should be one bubble in that category.
· Prime – is for animals that are fatter in condition.

· Standard is for animals that are very, very lean in condition

· Choice and Select are in between and are most common

· Determine what yield grade you would like for each of the animals.  There should be one bubble in that category.
· Yield Grade 1 is a trim and heavy muscled animal

· Yield Grade 5 is a fat and lighter muscled animal

· Yield Grade 3 is in between
4.  Percent Muscle

· The answers for % muscle will go on the back side of the scantron sheet in the written exam section.  Animal 1 will be question 1, Animal 2 will be question 2 and so on.  We usually grade 5 swine animals.

Each of the multiple choice letters is a range of percent muscle that you think the animal falls into.

a. 47.9% muscle or less

b. 48.0 – 50.9 % muscle

c. 51.0 – 53.9 % muscle

d. 54.0 – 56.9 % muscle

e. 57.0 % muscle or greater

Fill in the letter that accepts the range that you calculated.

For example from the previous example the calculated percent muscle was 49.9%.  Letter B would be filled in as the correct answer as it falls in the 48.0 – 50.9%.
