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Raising a Thinking Child Workshops to be Held in November


The Oneida county UW-Extension office and the Three Lakes School District are co-sponsoring a parenting workshop in January and February.  “Raising a Thinking Child” will help you teach children as young as 4 to 7 years of age to think for themselves in ways most of us never thought possible. 


During this workshop parents will learn skills to teach young children how to solve problems and resolve daily conflicts, explore alternative solutions and their consequences or consider the feelings of others.


This program helps shy children become more assertive and impulsive children to cope with frustration when things don’t go their way.   The skills children learn can prevent and reduce early behaviors that predict later problems such as violence, abuse and depression.

The workshop will run every Monday evening from January 9 through February 20, from 6-7:30 p.m. at the Three Lakes Elementary School.  Cost for the program is $25 and includes a workbook.
